Counselors used the principles to protect clients by advocating for their right to make their own decisions, promoting actions that are in their best interest, and protecting their privacy. In their practice, ethical councilors keep promises made to clients and ensure their conduct is fair and honest. 
In everything they do, councilors strive to, first, do no harm. Always applying these principles helps to build trust in the counselor and confidence in the process. In the following scenarios, you will observe some common ethical dilemmas. Get out your compass and ask yourself, if I were in this situation, what ethical principles would I use to protect the client's best interests?
